
Sixty percent of California’s developed water supply originates high in the Sierra Nevada 
mountains. Our water supply is largely dependent on the health of our Sierra forests, 
which are suffering from ecosystem degradation, drought, wildfires and widespread tree 
mortality. Join us as we head into the foothills and the mountains to examine water issues 
that happen upstream but have dramatic impacts downstream and throughout the state. 
This 2-day, 1-night tour travels through the Sierra Nevada foothills, into the mountains and around the Lake Tahoe 
Basin to learn about upper watersheds and the role they play in water supply and quality. We will discuss meadow 
restoration, forest management and tree mortality, climate change, wildfire impacts and water supply and quality.
